The new anticipated Class D Mk 7 Zetec S is 
already attracting interest from both Ford and 
M-Sport. It is hoped to see the M-Sport Zetec S 
out back to back testing with the Daniels 
Motorsport car which is nearing completion. All 
that remains is the AST suspension. 
 
The Fiesta Junior Championship cars are 
virtually identical to the Class C senior STs 
except the additional strength in the Custom 
Cages roll cage. This was an MSA requirement 
but it does mean that both are eligible for the 
Class C but only the junior spec caged cars are 
able to run in junior. 
 
 
Some discussion has taken place about the 
policing of ECUs, especially in ST. I am working 
with both Ford and a well-known company in 
Essex to look into an easy way to deal with the 
eligibility on the units. One suggestion has been 
put forward which may allow the championship 
to instantly download the standard Ford set-up 
back into the ECU at the track. Further news on 
this will be forthcoming.

He was 
even more impressed with this race as well. 

 
The anticipated 20 minutes of 
racing would not quite achieve 
that. From the red lights being 
extinguished, a frantic dash for 
the first bend (Riches) and then 
up to the new hairpin (Montreal) 
Ed Cockill made a good start to 
cling onto the leader Grady but 
was fending off side by side 
brother Harry. Cooper ran wide 
and lost position. End of lap 1 
with Grady, Cockill (E), Cockill 
(H), then Parr, Sutton and Foley 
with Cooper just off in 7th. Well 

onto the second lap and Cooper 
made it into 5th having got by Sutton. 
Napolitano was up a place 8th with 
Nye behind him. The start of lap 3 
saw the Grady ST just a second 
ahead of Cockill (E) then just 2 more 
seconds to third placed Cockill (H). 
Cooper had Sutton all over his ST 
and Foley pressed both but saw in 
his mirrors the looming Napolitano. 
On laps 4 and 5 the gap between 
Grady and Cockill (E) was less than 
one second and as they crossed the 

line to start lap 6 it was around one 
half second. Parr was happy in 4th 
and playing the waiting game should 
the leaders become caught up. But 
they didnôt. Cars off and suddenly the 
red flag came out and the race was 
declared after 6 laps with David 
Grady, Ed Cockill and Harry Cockill 
filling the podium spots.
